What God has done for us           What we have done to get saved  

1:3 Blessed us with in heavenlies 

With every spiritual blessing in Christ. 

1:4 He chose us before creation to be 

Holy/blameless in His sight. 

1:5 He predestined us for adoption to  

Sonship through Jesus Christ. 

1:6 To the praise of His glorious grace 

Freely given to us, in Christ. 

1:7 redemption through His blood,  

Forgiveness  of sins. 

1:8 According to the riches of His grace  

Which He lavished on us. 

1:9-10 He made known to us the mystery of 

His will in Christ. All under Him! 

1:11 we were chosen in Christ, predestined 

According to His will. 

1:12 so that we, first to trust Christ might  

Be to the praise of His glory. 

1:13 you were included in Christ when you  

Heard the Gospel, when you believed you were 

Sealed with the Holy Spirit. 

1:14 Who is the down payment of our salvation 

Guarantee of our salvation. 



1:18 prayer that the eyes of our heart may be 

Enlightened, to know the riches of His glorious 

Inheritance! 

1:19-20 and His incomparable great power toward 

Us who believe, the same as He used to raised Christ  

From the dead, seated Him in the heavenlies,  

1:21-23 He raised Christ above everything, forever,  

And the church which is His body, His fullness. 

2:1-3        We were dead in sins, trespasses.  

        Following Satan. Deserving His wrath! 

2:4-7 But because of His mercy, He made us alive with 

Christ, and raised us up together with Christ and seated 

Us together with Him, in order that for eternity He might 

Show the incomparable riches of His grace to us. 

2:8 For by grace you have been saved, through faith, 

NOT of yourselves,  

2:9 not of (your) works, so that no one may boast. 

2:10 We are HIS handiwork, created in Christ to do  

Good works, which God prepared for us in advance. 

 

What is a summary of these verses? 

2:8-9 

8 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this is not from yourselves, it is 

the gift of God—9 not by works, so that no one can boast.
